Approximately 20 different unique, single based challenges ranging from 
basic forensics to advanced tool development are being provided to all 
participants for this annual challenge. 
 
Prizes from DC3 Challenge sponsors range from trips to the 2011 DoD 
Cyber Crime Conference, tours of cyber crime facilities and academies, 
and official award recognitions, grants, and training.  Prizes are awarded 
based on the teams’ overall citizenship and affiliation as civilians, military, 
government, or level of academia.
